What is my child learning about at school?

Title: The Princess and the Poodle — Journey Tale

Your child is learning to retell the story of The Princess and the Poodle. They will engage in lots of
drama. activities and use props to bring the story to life. Following this, they will then create their own
story. We will be recapping various grammar ob jectives in order to prepare the children for the KSI

English SATs.
Continue adding to your glossary of interesting words and phrases you find. Remember, at Floreat we
have a ‘magpLe wall’, which we use to store shiny words that the children like so that they can use them
again later. Encourage your children to steal vocabulary that shines!
Nelson Handwriting
Your child is continuing to write with their Perfect Pencil Grip” and Posture for Writing". All Year 2
children have been practising their joined up Nelson handwriting and need to continue focus on their
Writing ascenders and descenders. All children should be beginning to join their letters.
You can support your child by ensuring that they sit properly on their chair with their feet on the floor,
Facing the table with a pendil in their writing hand and their other hand on their work.
Please ensure that your child completes their home learning in joined up writing and with a sharp pencil.
Sounds-Write (Phonics)
Your child is practising their skills of:
e Splitting polysyllabic words into their syllables (e.g hand/ bag, wind/mill, sgu/ a/bles)
®  Reading polysyllabic words with fluency and applying them in writing.
e Further consolidation of sounds and their spellings.
Whole Class Readivg
Reading This +erm vour child will be readivg The Cat and +he King oy Nick Sharrat+which will
support the learving the children will be completing in English. The texts will be used
to develop the children’s vocabulary; abilities +o ufer, predict and explain; and the
skills of sedquewcing and summarising a +ext.
You can support your child by listening to them read every night at home and engaging in discussion
about the text. This will help your child to develop comprehension skills as well as a pace and stamina for
reading. It is also important to share and read a mixture of picture and longer chapter books with and
to your child in order to broaden their knowledge of books. Reading books must be in school every day.
We change books on Tuesday and Friday.
In Maths, the children will start by focusing on fractions. They will be learning that a fraction is something
that is split into equal parts and they will be able to find one-half, one-quarter and one-third of an
amount. The children will also be able to recognise the equivalence of two-quarters and one-half.
We will also be focusing on time this half term. The children will tell and write the time to five minutes,
including quarter past/to the hour and draw the hands on a clock face to show these times.
They will also know the number of minutes in an hour and the number of hours in a day.
Mathematics

Further to this, the children will be revising everything that they have been taught in Year 2 so far. Our
aim is to close any gaps from KSI to be able to prepare them for Year 3. We will be particularly ocussing
on, addition and subtraction, multiplication and division, fractions, time, money and measure.

Mou could support vour child at home by connting money, adding and subtracting +wo
digit vumbers and identifying and drawing different 2D and 2D shapes. You conld also
support at hnome by teaching vyour child how +o tell the +ime to five-mivute intervals,
For example, 5 past G or half past 12 or 7 o clock.




Knowledge

Art — This term we will learning all about History Painting. History painting is used to describe painting
which shows stories from dassical history, mythology and the Bible. To explore the idea of history painting,
the children look at mythological art, studying in detail art which tells the story of Theseus and the
Minotaur. The children will eventually make a detailed study of the work of Picasso which show the
minotaur and create their own work in mixed media incorporating the minotaur and the maze.

Geography — This term, we will be learning all about northern Europe. Within this unit children will use
maps of Northern Europe to identify key countries and key physical features. They will use maps to explore
the location of countries such as Denmark, Norway and Sweden. They will recognise human features of the
region, such as the Oresund Bridge that links Denmark and Sweden. Children will learn how to read a simple
cdimate graph and compare the dimate of a region on Northern Europe to that of the UK.

RE — This half term in RE, the children will be learning about weddings from different cultures.

Science — This term in Science we will be exploring materials and matter. We will specifically be looking
at materials and their uses, George de Mestral, changing solid ob jects and liquids and their properties.

Compu,ti,n,g — This term in Computmg, we will be Jcocusmg on robot algortthms.

You can support your child at home bg questioning them about the areas we are studgmg this half-term
and encouraging them to read w‘LdaLg around them too. Ang additional knowladge that your child br'mgs
to the classroom will be dUng celebrated !

Character

Character - This half term your child will be _focus'mg on Judgement & Prudence, Forglveness and
AppredatLon & Awe. Your child will explore these topics through drama, stories and discussions whilst
looking at authentic contexts to analyse and deliberate their approach to them.

Music — This +erm in music, the children will be exploring a vew sowg called: Friendship
Song. The children will be exposed to a range of tempo, beat and dynamics. They will
learn key skills such as listening, working together and performivg in frout of a aroup.
Spanish - I Spanish, Year 2 will be learning the numbers 1-10 and colours.

PSHE — This half term, Year 2 will learn about relationships. We will discuss families & friends, trust

& appreciation and celebrating special relationships.

You can support your child by discussing the world around you, stories you read and the things that you
see and hear. It would be great for you to share your own experiences of when you have shown the above
values.

This term in PE, the children will participate in javelin, thh jump, Long Jump, running races, eqq &
spoon,, shotput, discus.
